Assignment 1a 

When you are active in a design studio as a designer, it is quite common these days that you also make the css and html for the page. Often an internet page is designed  Firefox, Photoshop or Illustrator. It depends a little on which program is preferred by the designer. Het is een beetje afhankelijk van welk programma de ontwerper het prettigst vind werken. Below you see three designs of three different designers. What you see below are thumbnails. One click will get you to the large original. In the coming weeks you are going to create a website for them. The website should look as much as possible as the original. The website must work in Firefox and Internet Explorer.  

1. News site


This website consists of:  

· top with logo and log-in screen 

· menu (text links) 

· picture with text 

· Then follows content with two columns  

· On the left short references to information (title, date, first line of text and link)   

· On the right detailed news reports (headings, dates, report). To each report a picture can be added. The text runs around this picture.  

Approach:

Cut the pictures out of the example document in Photoshop and save them in a separate folder. Then make an html page with all of the text in this design. Divide this information over the blocks you think you will need. Use divs to do this. Now you can try to give these divs their own positions.  

Tip: Make a print-out of this design and use a ruler to indicate how you think the information is divided into blocks. Write down the sizes for each block. So how many pixels for the widths of the left and right columns?  

2. Bookseller’s site 





This web site consists of:

· top with logo and a kind of decorative banner 

· at the level of the logo there is also a menu. This menu consists of two layers with text links 

· Below this there are 3 books that are given special attention. There is also a book that is recommended by the site.  

· Then follows content with two columns. 

· On the left a menu with links to more information

· On the right ample space with information about a book 

· The web site is in the middle of the internet page. The dark green menu and sides of the page automatically fill the rest of the screen.  

3. Community  site





This web site consists of:

· top with logo and a search screen 

· Below this a menu bar. The menu items are not pictures but text links. 

· Further down there are 3 columns  

· Column 1 contains a picture and two sub-headings with more information. These headings are made with CSS.  

· Column 2 contains a picture with a text link on it. Below there is space for four messages with a picture with each message. Each message has its own frame with a grey border. 

· Column 3 contains a log-in screen. Below this there is a column with all kinds of links. These are text links and all have the same icon for the link. The links are separated by a thin grey line.   

· At the bottom the page is ended with a repeat of the menu, but now in a different colour.   

You only have to create the main page of these websites. This will take some time. Record carefully how much time you need for it. During class you will have time to find solutions together.  

It could be very tempting in this kind of assignments to copy work from other students. You are not expected to do so. It is very important that you struggle with this assignment yourself. You will not understand what you should take into account when building a web site, until you have done it a couple of times.
